o One letter of recommendation. Letters of recommendation from Honors instructors are highly
recommended but not required. Other instructors can also provide letters of recommendation.
Letters of recommendation need to provide details about student’s performance in class and
why the student is a deserving recipient of a full academic scholarship at ElImhurst University.

o An essay using the essay prompt below.

Essay Prompt

In your essay, please discuss your experience at City Colleges of Chicago College. Make sure you explain how
the Honors Program and other programs/activities have impacted your time. The essay should be a minimum of
2 pages, but there is no maximum length. Please consider the following questions to create a meaningful yet
cohesive essay.

- What Honors courses/honors contracts have you taken/completed at Wright College? In what ways were
these classes/contracts valuable or meaningful to you? What, exactly, has been especially powerful or
influential about your Honors classroom experience?

- What Honors [i.e. the Colloguium] or PTK outings/activities have you participated in, if any, and how
have they helped you to excel academically? What other programs and activities have you participated
in that have helped you to excel academically?

- How do you think that the academic experiences that you gained from community college will carry
through to Elmhurst University? How will they apply to your future education and career?

Please note that being a member of PTK is not necessary to be considered for the Honors Scholarship.
Additional merit-based scholarships, including the PTK scholarship, are available for transfer students who do
not receive the full ride.
